maximum of 4 individual events per day.

TIME:  Returning swimmers may leave this blank if you want to default to the Team Manager database time.  Otherwise, enter the ACTUAL TIME ACHIEVED and whether it was Short Course Yards (Y), Long Course Meters (LCM) or Short Course Meters (SCM).  If you have no time for an event, just leave the field blank and we’ll ask your coach to provide a time for you.
  FEES:  $4.00 per individual event.  DO NOT PAY FOR RELAYS – these are paid by the YMCA from money earned at our FFYS invitational and other fundraisers.
 
 Please submit your entry fee via check payable to Farmington Family YMCA (cash is not recommended, as the pool areas are not secure). Place your check in an envelope with your last name and the meet written on the front. Place the envelope with the check in the Treasurer's folder at the YMCA or HHS. RULES: YMCA standard swimming rules will govern this meet.

SWIMMERS: Swimmer’s age group is determined by his/her age on Dec. 1, 2007. Swimmer must be a member of a certified YMCA association

ENTRY LIMITS: Swimmers may enter a maximum of four (4) individual events and one (1) relay per day. The Marlins reserve the right to limit the number of entries, so that we may run the meet fairly, quickly and efficiently.

CHECK-IN: Check–in is REQUIRED. Coaches must report all swimmers and scratches to the meet director or entry chairperson by 8:00 am for the morning sessions and by 1:30 pm for afternoon sessions.

FORMAT: This is a two day competitive swimming invitational. Girls and boys 11 & Over will compete in the AM session on both days, while the girls and boys 10 & Under will compete in the PM session both days. Relays are at the beginning of the sessions. Please have relays in Marshaling on time.

Persons over age 12: $3.00 per day

EVENTS: Event sheets are enclosed in the meet packet. These event sheets are also available on the Macomb Marlins web site in both MS Word and PDF format.

SEEDING: All heats will be formed on the basis of times submitted on entry forms, no updates to times allowed. Seeding will be slowest to fastest. Each session will be seeded after Check-in closes.

RESULTS: Results will be posted in the hallway outside the awards room. Final results will be available on the Marlins web site at www.macombmarlins.com, and mailed to each team within 48 hours following the completion of the invitational.

ENTRIES: Fees are $4.00 per individual event and $16.00 for relays. Deck entries will be taken if there is space available. Fees for Deck entries are $5.00 per individual event and $20.00 for relays. Deck entries must be filed by 8:00 am for AM session and 1:30 pm for the PM session. NO phone entries will be accepted!

COACH’S ROOM: Coaches lounge will be available for coaches right off the pool deck. Food and drink will be provided.

SCORING: All events are timed finals. Points will be scored as follows:

Individual: 20-17-16-15-14-13-12-11-9-7-6-5-4-3-2-1

Relays: 40-34-32-30-28-26-24-22-18-14-12-10-8-6-4-2

AWARDS: Wood plaques will be given out to all invitational swimmers. For deck-entered swimmers, plaques will only be given out after the entered event results have been posted. After individual events, plates to be attached to the plaque will be given out for swimmers placing 1-12 and relays 1-6. Event plates for nonplacing finishes will be available for purchase. High boys team trophy, high girls team trophy, and high overall team trophy will be awarded.

FACILITIES: 25 yard, 8-lane pool with fixed starting blocks in deep end and Colorado 6 electronic timing system. The pool’s diving well will be available for warm-up and cool down. Spectator seating capacity is 325. Please refrain from bringing coolers or bags into the stands. Space will be available in the marshaling room for swim bags, etc. Limited space will be available in the locker rooms. Both areas will be attended.

REFRESHMENTS: A full concession stand will be available. Food or drinks are NOT allowed ondeck, in the locker rooms, or in the spectator area. Seating and tables will be provided near the concession area for consumption of food and drink items.

LOST & FOUND: Lost articles may be claimed and picked up in award rooms. Any articles not claimed during the invitational will be held for two weeks. Please contact Brigid Hranchook at lost@macombmarlins.com.

VOLUNTEERS: Any person who would like to volunteer for timing or officiating should report to the head timer or head referee 30 minutes before the start of the session in which they wish to work. Watches will be supplied for timers.

PLEASE NOTE: The conduct of the swimmers is the responsibility of their coaches and parents. The use of motion lotion or any other rubdown substances is prohibited at this meet.
